Regulations on the Ranking of activities of student organisations and associations operating 
at the Wrocław Medical University 
§1
The Regulations determine:
1) conditions for entering the Ranking of activities of student organisations and associations, 
2) specific criteria and procedures for the awarding of points for the activities of student organisations and associations, 
3) methods of documenting activities by student organisations and associations,
4) membership and scope of work of the Ranking Committee.
§2
The following concepts and terms shall be understood as follows:
1) student organisations and associations - university student organisations 
and associations or branches of associations, grouping students or students, postgraduate students, and staff, hereinafter referred to as "organisations",
2) Ranking Committee – committee for the assessment of the activities of organisations, hereinafter referred to as "Committee", 
3) List of achievements and activities of student organisations and associations – a list of achievements of a given organisation accomplished by individuals or groups, or activities undertaken by the organisation, which provide the basis for the Ranking, hereinafter referred to as "List",
4) Ranking of activities of student organisations and associations – a ranking containing points collected by a given organisation based on the achievements accomplished and activities undertaken in the academic year preceding the year in which the organisation filed the List to the Student Affairs Office, hereinafter referred to as "Ranking", 
5) Wrocław Medical University – the university in which the organisations operate, hereinafter referred to as "WMU".
6) Student Affairs Office – staff of the Student Affairs Office with its seat 
in ul.  Wojciecha z Brudzewa 12, hereinafter referred to as SAO.
§3
1. An organisation willing to participate in the Ranking must meet the following conditions:
1) be included in the University Student Organisation Registry or in the Association Registry (subject to a separate Order of the Rector), which is published on the WMU website, 
2) not be marked as an "organisation inactive from 30 September of a given year" in the Registries referred to in point 1,
3) have not suspended its activities, 
4) have not been dissolved.
2. An organisation that meets the conditions specified in paragraph 1 is obliged to submit to the SAO the original of the List with annexes (template enclosed in Annex No. 1 to these Regulations), which will provide the basis for the Ranking, until 31 October of each calendar year. Responsibility for the correctness of the final number of points scored in the List submitted by a given organisation shall rest with an employee of the SAO who provides administrative support for the organisation.
§4
1. Substantive supervision over the Committee rests with the Vice-Rector for Students and Educational Affairs.
2. Administrative support for the Committee is provided by the SAO. 
3. The Committee shall be composed of:
1) The Vice-Rector for Students and Educational Affairs,
2) Head of the Student Affairs Department,
3) Chairman of the Student Government.
4. If a member of the Committee is unable to perform his/her function, the member may appoint another person to perform the function of a member of the Committee. 
5. It shall be the duty of the Committee:
1) to prepare the Ranking based on points obtained in the Lists,
2) to publish the Ranking on the WMU website, 
3) to award and distribute prizes and draw up a protocol of the awarding ceremony. 
§5
1. The Committee shall prepare the Ranking based on the Lists submitted to the SAO. The Ranking (enclosed in Annex No. 2 to these Regulations) shall specify the place taken in the Ranking by an organisation, name of the organisation, number of the organisation, details of the supervisor/supervisors in the given academic year, details of the chairperson/president of the organisation, points obtained based on the Lists, additional points obtained based on the number of members of the organisation, the final number of points obtained by the organisation. 
2. In the Ranking, organisations shall be arranged in order, from the highest to the lowest value of points obtained, calculated on the basis of Lists submitted by organisations to the SAO.
3. If there are organisations with the same number of points in the Ranking, which would result in more than ten organisations receiving awards, the Committee shall apply an additional criterion, which is the number of members in a given organisation, subject to the following conditions:
1) the Committee shall establish the number of members as of 31 October of a given year, based on the lists submitted to the SAO, in accordance with §12 paragraph 3 and paragraph 4 of the "Regulations on the operation, financing, and dissolution of student organisations and associations operating at the Wrocław Medical University",
2) points for the number of members shall be awarded according to the following scale:

4. Ten organisations with the highest number of points in the Ranking shall receive awards
 for their activities. The award ceremony protocol shall be drawn up by the Committee (template enclosed in Annex No. 3 to these Regulations). 
5. The award shall be received on behalf of an organisation by a representative of the organisation. 
§6
1. The list (enclosed in Annex No. 1 to these Regulations) shall account for the achievements and activities of the members of an organisation in the academic year preceding the year in which the organisation submits the List to the SAO, i.e. taking place/lasting between 1 October and 30 September of the academic year to which the Ranking relates, in accordance with §7.
2. A member of an organisation, whose achievement was included in the List, should have the status of a member of that organisation confirmed on the list of members submitted to the SAO in accordance with §12 paragraph 3 and paragraph 4 of the "Regulations on the operation, financing, and dissolution of student organisations and associations operating at the Wrocław Medical University".
3. Responsibility for the correctness of the completed List shall rest with authorised persons in the organisation (members of the board) and with its supervisor (if the organisation has a supervisor).
4. Each type of achievement/activity may be included in the List no more than three times.
5. If a given achievement / activity/ event was accomplished by two or several organisations collaborating with each other, all these organisations may include it in the List. In that case, points shall be awarded equally, regardless of the degree of involvement of a given organisation. If one person in an organisation is a manager and the other is a participant in a grant, points shall be awarded once. 
6. Participation in a grant will be included in the Ranking if at least one member of an organisation is included in the project application, is a project manager or is responsible for the implementation of the project (contractor), or if a member of the organisation has signed an agreement with the University. Participation in National Science Centre grants on a voluntary basis does not count towards the Ranking.
7. If a piece of work is presented at several conferences, points for it are only awarded once.
8. If a piece of work is presented at a conference and granted an award, points for it are only awarded once.
9. If a person participates in artistic competitions, etc. and receives an award for it, points are only awarded once.
10. The List should be accompanied by a document confirming the achievement or activity included 
in the List, for example:
1) a written confirmation of management/participation in a grant issued by the Project Management Centre, containing: the title of the grant, dates on which the grant was obtained and on which it ended,
2) confirmation of the publication in print of an academic book, monograph, chapter in an academic book/monograph in the following format:
a) written or electronic from the publisher, containing a photocopy of the title page, with the publisher's footnote, including the ISBN number, with the title page of the chapter, featuring the author's name, or the table of contents, featuring the title of the chapter and name of the author (except for books containing summaries of academic articles),
b) photocopy of the title page, featuring the publisher's footnote, including the ISBN number, with the title page of the chapter featuring the name of the author, or the table of contents featuring the title of the chapter 
and name of the author (except for books containing summaries of academic articles),
c) printout from the WMU Library website.
3) confirmation of the publication of academic papers in peer-reviewed journals included in the list of academic journals published by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education, or in peer-reviewed foreign journals, in the following format:
a) written or electronic from the publisher, including information on the name of the author, title, date of publication, impact factor (IF), if a given publisher has one, and ISSN number,
b) photocopy of the abstract, containing information on the name of the author, title, date of publication, impact factor (IF) if a given publisher has it, and ISSN number,
c) printout from the WMU Library website.
4) Evidence of electronic publication on a website in the following format: 
a) written or electronic from an online publisher, including information on 
the name of the author, title, date of publication, impact factor (IF) if a given publisher has it, and ISSN number,
b) printout from a website, including information on the name of the author, title, date of publication, impact factor (IF) if a given publisher has it, and ISSN number, 
c) printout from the WMU Library website,
5) reference or certificate issued by the organiser of a conference, symposium, 
scientific session, or by the organisation's supervisor, containing: 
a) the title of the event,
b) date(s) of the conference, symposium, scientific session, etc.
c) title of the paper or poster presented,
6) written or electronic confirmation of the organisation of a conference/workshop/scientific or artistic camp, etc. by a given organisation, issued by the organisation's supervisor, Head of the organisational unit to which the organisation is affiliated, etc. The confirmation should contain: the title, subject, dates, number of participants, information on the target audience of the event,
7) certificate or diploma confirming that the person has taken a medal-winning place 
in a scientific or artistic competition, festival, or olympics,
8) certificate attesting that the person is a member of the national team,
9) a document attesting that a person has taken a medal-winning place in points-scoring sports events (the document should include: the location and date of the competition, full name of the competition, specifying the discipline, name of the organiser, and the place taken by the participant).
10) By 31 October each year, the Marketing Department and the Recruitment Office shall provide the SAO with a list of student organisations cooperating with the Marketing Department and the Recruitment Office to promote the University. Based on this list, a given organisation shall be awarded points in accordance with §7 point 3. A maximum of three initiatives undertaken by an organisation may be assigned to each type of activity specified in §7 point 3.
11) By 31 October of each year, the Coordinator for the Lower Silesian Science Festival shall provide the SAO with a list of student organisations that were involved in the organisation/took an active part in the Lower Silesian Science Festival (for example, delivered presentations and workshops, hosted promotional stands, etc.).
