Regulations for the Safety of Students' Learning Positions at the Department of Pediatrics and Infectious Diseases, Wroclaw Medical University. Familiarity with and adherence to basic occupational health and safety principles is the responsibility of every student at the university.

1. Students are required to undergo training in occupational safety and hygiene organized by the Medical University before starting their studies (according to the orders of the Rector of Wroclaw Medical University).

2. Students are required to acquaint themselves with the procedure for handling occupational exposure to HIV, HCV, HBV (according to the Rector's directive of Wroclaw Medical University).

3. During their time at the Department of Pediatrics and Infectious Diseases, strict adherence to the procedures presented in the aforementioned training and procedures is required.

4. Students should always arrive punctually for classes in the ward, prepared for clinical exercises at the patient's bedside.

5. Students enter the patient ward always under the supervision of an assistant, adhering to the rules in force in the ward, respecting the "buffer zone" – in front of each patient’s room.

6. Hand disinfection is mandatory before and after each patient examination, with justified cases requiring stethoscope disinfection.

7. When working with small children, safety precautions for children must be respected – securing them in cribs and closing the cribs.

8. Bringing notebooks, textbooks, etc., owned by students into patient wards is strictly prohibited.

9. In the event of any undesirable incident, the assisting instructor should be notified immediately.

10. Any student's absence from the class must be reported to the instructor.

11. Eating in the ward, using mobile phones, and smoking are prohibited.

12. Recording devices and cameras are not allowed during lectures in the lecture hall.

13. While using the restroom, students must maintain cleanliness and order (SMOKING IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED).

14. In the event of a fire or any other danger, students are obligated to strictly follow the instructions of the instructor."
