SAFETY REGULATIONS 

  for students having classes 
in the Clinical Department of Pediatric Nephrology 

 
1. Students are obliged to follow the instructions of academic teachers conducting classes. 
2. Entry to hospital wards, laboratories and patient’s physical examination may only take place under supervision of the academic teachers or at their request. 
3. Students are obliged to comply with the classes’ time frames, the principles of the Occupational Health and Safety and Fire Protection, the regulation of the Clinical Department, patient’s right, and care for the Clinical Department's property.

4. Students are required to wear a protective coat and change their footwear.
5. During the classes students are not permitted to eat,  behave loud, use a mobile phones. Coats, etc. must be left in the cloakroom.  
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
