TEACHING REGULATIONS
CLINICAL DEPARTMENT OF PEDIATRIC NEPHROLOGY
1. Current teaching announcements, classes schedule and topics are presented in the information board at the Clinical Department of Pediatric Nephrology.

2. Student are required to be prepared for the classes, according to the list of topics. 

3. Students are obliged to wear a protective coat and shoes and bring a stethoscope for the classes.

4. To obtain credit, a positive note of the final test for the 4th year is required (each of the four Pediatric Clinics will make a separate test at during the last classes). The final test consists of 15 questions. Scoring and grades: 5.0 (14-15 points), 4.5 (13 points), 4.0 (11-12 points), 3.5 (10 points), 3.0 (8-9 points), 2.0 (less than 8 points). 

* the academic teacher may change the finale grade (±0.5) taking into account the student's involvement in classes. 

Positive assessment of the clinical skills (taking medical history, physical examination, differential diagnosis).

The final grade is a total grade of the final test and clinical skills assessment (50% - test result, 50% - clinical skills assessment).

5. In order to obtain a credit, the presence during all the classes is required (in case of absence or failure to pass the classes due to lack of preparation, it is necessary to make up the classes, all make up classes need to be confirmed by a signature and stamp of the academic teacher). 

6. It is necessary to make up all the absences, including rector's days and dean's hours.

7. Consultations for students: the date should be confirmed and agreed with the academic teacher  in advance (by e-mail or at the office).
