First-cycle studies (English Division): a person holding the professional licence of a nurse or a midwife, employed by the healthcare institution
where the Practical Training is carried out; supervision over the Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor.
Second-cycle studies: a person holding the professional licence of a nurse, employed by the healthcare institution where the Practical Training
is carried out; supervision over the Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor.

For the Midwifery degree programme:

First-cycle studies: a person holding the professional licence of a midwife or a nurse, employed by the healthcare institution where the Practical
Training is carried out; supervision over the Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor.

Second-cycle studies: a person holding the professional licence of a midwife, employed by the healthcare institution where the Practical
Training is carried out; supervision over the Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor.

Practical Training in obstetric and gynaecological ultrasound diagnostics is conducted under the supervision of a person with professional
competence and experience in this field.

For the Physiotherapy degree programme:

Uniform Master’s studies: a physiotherapist holding the professional licence; however, the assistantship training may be conducted under the
supervision of a rehabilitation physician; supervision over the Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor.

For the Paramedic Science degree programme:

First-cycle studies: a person practising as a paramedic, or holding the professional licence of a physician, a paramedic, or a nurse of the State
Emergency Medical Services system, employed by the healthcare institution where the Practical Training is carried out; supervision is exercised
by the University training supervisor.

Second-cycle studies: Practical Training in the Emergency Department is conducted under the supervision of a physician of the State
Emergency Medical Services system, a paramedic, or a nurse of the State Emergency Medical Services system; at least half of the required
hours must be conducted under the supervision of such a physician. Practical Training in forensic medicine units or hospital mortuaries is
conducted under the supervision of a physician holding a specialist title in forensic medicine or pathology. Practical Training in adult
anaesthesiology and intensive care units is conducted under the supervision of a physician specialised in anaesthesiology and intensive care,
or a nurse specialised in anaesthesiology nursing and intensive care, or a paramedic; at least half of the hours must be conducted under the
supervision of a specialist physician. Practical Training in paediatric anaesthesiology and intensive care units follows equivalent rules. Practical



Training in ultrasound laboratories is conducted under the supervision of a physician specialised in radiology and medical imaging, or a
paramedic qualified in emergency ultrasound.

For the Psychology degree programme:

Uniform Master’s studies: a person holding a Master's degree in Psychology with at least two years of work experience in a field consistent
with the nature of the placement (e.g. psychological counselling centre, psychiatric ward, therapeutic centre, educational institution). In
specialised units (e.g. clinical psychology, neuropsychology, psychotherapy), the supervisor must be a psychologist with documented
experience and/or specialist qualifications (postgraduate studies, specialist training, or relevant professional certificates). Supervision over the
Practical Training is exercised by the University training supervisor, who approves the training site, verifies the supervisor’s qualifications,
and ensures compliance with the curriculum.

For the Electroradiology degree programme:

First-cycle and second-cycle studies: a person practising as an electroradiology technologist, or a physician holding a specialist title in
radiology and medical imaging, nuclear medicine, radiotherapy, cardiology, or an equivalent field, employed by or contracted with the
healthcare institution where the Practical Training is carried out; supervision is exercised by the University training supervisor.
