Additional explanations for our curriculum
General Surgery 4th  yr: winter :  propaedeutics of surgery, general surgery  and gastrointestinal surgery;  summer : ,  general , vascular and gastrointestinal surgery  . Summer or/and winter must be taken in totality 
Internal diseases  4th  yr: (pulmonology, angiology, gastroenterology, nephrology)

Pediatrics  4th yr  (nephrology, gastroenterology, hematology,pulmonology, allergology)
Infectious diseases course consists  2 semester of classes: winter  (2nd part) and summer (1st part., in 2015/2016 on 5th and 3rd year respectively. The same situation is with Infectious and parasitic childhood diseases.
General Surgery 5th :  (general and  oncological surgery, cardiosurgery, thoracosurgery, urology, gastrointestinal surgery,)

Internal diseases 5th yr:  (cardiology, endocrinology, hematology, occupational diseases, rheumatology)
Gynecology and Obstetrics 5th yr: (gynecological and obstetrical examinations, normal delivery management)

Pediatrics  5th yr: (cardiology, endocrinology , hematology-oncology)

Psychiatry : only one semester  program  (3 ects) is available for Erasmus students
Gynecology and Obstetrics 6 yr: (gynecological and obstetrical pathology – diagnostics and treatment) – only for advanced students
