THIRD STEP

ne application at least 2 weeks before arrival:

•	 scan of European Health Insurance Card or any

Copernicus Airport Wroclaw is located south-
west of the city, about 10 km from the centre.
You can get there by bus or by taxi.
Bus No.106 operates every 20 minutes everyday 
to/from the Central Railway. 
Night bus No.206 operates twice during the 
night to/from the Central Railway.

By train
The central railway station is situated in the city 
centre (Józef Piłsudski Street). It has direct
connections with all major cities of Poland and 
several cities of Europe.

The central bus station is located underground 
in Wroclavia mall shopping center at the back 
of the central railway station. It serves intercity 
lines as well as local ones.
